III. Socio-economic and institutional issues related to the selected resource
IV. Details on stakeholder identification and analysis
V. Community participation in resource management
VI. The existing and potential conflicts in relation to the selected resource and the conflict resolution mechanisms (if any)
VII. If the selected resource is supported with project include the details of project monitoring and evaluation part
VIII. Conclusion and recommendation /summary
